Please wuse this
brochure as a guide to find the
best parking option for your stay,
whether you are visiting from out
of town, are a local resident, or
work in Downtown Marquette.

& Pay with Coin or Card
AMPLE PARKING
There are 1,391 parking spaces within Downtown
Marquette; 636 of which are “on-street” parking. Downtown
offers 755 spaces in ten public parking lots. Some lots offer
permit parking, other lots offer hourly pay station parking,
and others offer both permit and hourly. Please see our
map on the reverse side.

PARKING PAY STATIONS

Downtown Marquette offers hourly parking on streets and
in pay station parking lots. Stay times range from 3 to 10
hours depending on location. Payment can be made using
coin or credit/debit cards at pay stations or via the
Passport Parking app. In all paid parking locations,
motorists should pay upon arrival. Those using pay stations
will have to enter their license plate number and pay for
the desired time before beginning their time in Downtown
Marquette. If arriving before 9 am, payment can be prepaid
for a parking session that will begin at 9 am.

BLUFF ST. RAMP LOWER LEVEL OVERNIGHT
The Bluff Street Ramp Lower Level offers hourly parking 24
hours 7 days a week via payment at the ramps's three pay
stations or via the Passport app Zone 2424. Parking
sessions are limited to 72 hours. Spaces along the back
wall of the ramp are marked reserved and are for permit
parking only.

PARKING RATES & ENFORCEMENT

The parking rate is $1 per hour; however, users may insert
lesser coin values and receive proportionately reduced
time for shorter stays. For a quick errand, a 15-minute free
option is available at all pay stations. Handicap parking in
all parking spots is provided free of charge to those with
proper state-issued designation. Parking is provided
complimentary on Saturdays, Sundays, and weekdays after
6 p.m. in all locations except the Bluff St. Ramp. Overnight
parking in rental lots is by permit only.

PASSPORT PARKING APP

The Passport Parking App is available to pay for hourly
parking on streets and in pay station parking lots.
Download the app, enter your LPN, and choose from the
following zones:
ZONE 0303: Three hour time limit on Washington
St, Front St. and Commons Parking Lot.
ZONE 1010: Ten hour time limit on Main St, Spring St,
Spring St. Parking Lot, West Baraga Ave,
Third St, North Main St. Parking Lot and
Lakeshore Parking Lot.
ZONE 2424: The Bluff St. Ramp Lower Level is available
for overnight parking with a 3-day

maximum.,
